District-Wide Conditions for February 13, 2012
The South Florida Water Management District (SFWMD) is issuing the following briefing:

Early February rainfall improved water levels in some areas, but the region remains in a
below-average dry season that included the driest January on record in the District. Most

water supplies remain at adequate levels for this time of year due to cool temperatures and

low evapotranspiration rates.

A drier-than-normal dry season is expected to continue with the effects of the La Nifia

weather pattern, indicating a potential return to water shortage conditions in the spring. As

a result, the region remains under a water shortage warning.
